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Divine Mercy Novena On Good Friday, at 3 pm, our parish will pray the first day of the novena for the Divine Mercy Chaplet in the Church. We encourage you to join us and bring a friend to share in this message of God’s love for all of mankind. 
Save	 the	Date.	Divine Mercy Sunday is celebrated every year on the first Sunday after Easter. Our parish will start with a Holy Hour at 2:00, and at 3:00 pray the the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, followed by the Holy Mass. The sacrament of Reconciliation will be available to all. We invite everyone to share in the spiritual graces that are given to those who participate. There is a plenary indulgence granted to those who participate as long as they receive Holy Communion, sacramental Confession ( preferably before and within a week ) and pray for the Holy Father’s intentions. 
Preparation	 for	Divine	Mercy	Sunday.	According to the Diary of St. Faustina, Jesus Himself chose this day to pour out extraordinary graces to all those who trust in Him with expectant faith. Therefore, we need to prepare ourselves well. How can we do this? Just as in Lent, we prepare our hearts by participating in the Sacraments, as well as practicing the spiritual and corporal works of mercy. Additional time in prayer or adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, and reading the diary of St. Faustina are some of the ways that we can prepare ourselves. Other suggestions would be to give alms, pray the chaplet daily, and read or watch videos that would deepen your faith.  We can also spend time venerating the Image of Divine Mercy, which was given to St. Faustina, by Jesus, and asked to be painted and  venerated , according to the Diary, 48 Jesus said: “ I promise that the soul that will venerate this image will not perish” We also have pamphlets available in the gift shop and in the narthex that can help you grow in your knowledge of this great feast that Jesus has given us. Let this be the year that we turn to the Fount of God’s Mercy and receive it with pure joy and  thankful hearts.

“My daughter, tell the whole world about My inconceivable mercy. I 
desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and a shelter for all souls, 
and especially for poor sinners. On that day the very depths of My 
tender mercy are open. I pour out a whole ocean of graces upon 
those souls who approach the fount of My mercy. The soul that will 
go to Confession and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete 
forgiveness of sins and punishment. On that day are opened all the 
divine floodgates through which graces flow. Let no soul fear to 
draw near to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet. The Feast of 
Mercy emerged from My very depths of tenderness. It is My desire 
that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. 
Mankind will not have peace until it turns to the Fount of My mercy.”

Daily	Mass	During Lent, weekday Masses will be at 7 am and 9 am, Monday through Friday. Saturday morning Mass is at 9:30 am. No Saturday morning Mass on Holy Saturday. 
Stations	of	the	Cross	All Fridays of Lent, through March 30-	5 pm in the church 
Easter	Flowers	Donations for Easter Flowers to be placed on the altar on Easter as a memorial to a loved one may be given by filling out an envelope available in the lobby. Please turn in by March 25.  
Regulations	on	Fasting	and	Abstinence Good Friday, March 30, 2018, is a day of fast and abstinence from meat. Fasting is to be observed on Good Friday by all Catholics between the ages of 18 years and 59 years (inclusive). On a fast day one full meal is allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed. If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the “paschal fast” to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate more readily His Resurrection. Abstinence from meat is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years of age and older. Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent (and Good Friday) are days of abstinence. Note: If a person is unable to observe the above regulations due to ill health or other serious reasons, they are urged to practice other forms of self-denial that are suitable to their condition.  Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three traditional disciplines of Lent. The faithful and catechumens should under-take these practices seriously in a spirit of penance and of preparation for baptism or of renewal of baptism at Easter.
