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Legion of Mary

In September, St. Katharine Drexel began a local praesidium
of the Legion of Mary. The Legion of Mary is the largest
apostolic organization of lay people in the Catholic Church,
with well over 3 million active members in almost every
country of the world. It has been active in the United States
since 1931, has been approved by the last 6 Popes, and was
endorsed by the Second Vatican Council. The main purpose
of the Legion of Mary is to give glory to God through the
sanctification of its members.

In the Legion, members become instruments of the Holy
Spirit through a life of prayer and service. Works include
door-to-door evangelization, parishioner visitation, prison
ministry, visitation of the sick or aged, religious education,
visiting the newly baptized and so forth. Legionaries are
under the guidance of a spiritual director named by the
pastor. Members meet once a week for prayer, planning and
discussion in a family-like setting. Guests are welcome to
attend meetings at 1:00 p.m. to 2:30 p.m. on Fridays in the
west wing of the faith formation building.
