Become a member of the SKD Charism Ministry.
Not only recognize but more importantly, call forth each person’s charism and invite them to use their charisms
regularly for the sake of the ministry and entire parish community.
Encourage and the efforts of others, mobilize parishioners to accomplish particular parish or ministry events or
activities.
