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LITURGY CORNER 

The Virtue of the month for SKD Parishioners is Joy. 
 

 Joy is a state of mind and an orientaƟon of the heart. Joy brings peace 
in your heart, and it is lasƟng. It comes from doing good and loving 
God. Joy comes when we know that whatever happens we are held in 
the arms of the Father. A ChrisƟan’s joy is a shared joy. When you do 
something fun with your friends it is great to talk about it aŌerwards 
and   almost seems beƩer just because other people were there. A 
shared joy is a deeper joy. 
 

As ChrisƟans we share the same faith and hope that God loves us, and we will be with him one day. 
It is a joy we share with millions around the world. Pope Francis recently said that “Joy springs from 
a grateful heart.” If you stop and think about it, this statement is very important. Everyone wants to 
be happy and find the secret to always keep a smile on their face and joy in their hearts. GraƟtude 
or being grateful for all the blessing God gives you does make you happier. When we start to be    
envious or ungrateful and act like we deserve certain things from people, then we find ourselves sad 
or down. Selfishness does that. People who know how to thank other people and God sincerely for 
all they receive in the day, will probably find themselves with a smile on their faces and joy in their 
hearts. 
 

Jesus explains that nothing should cause you to be upset or lose that deeply rooted hope that comes 
from knowing you are loved by God. Grief may happen or loneliness, but Jesus is saying that in the 
end we will be joyful. Joy is a ChrisƟan virtue, and we should be joyful people, especially when we 
see people come back to God.

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As the Christian church 
worldwide celebrates the 
Solemnity of the Epiphany, 
what can we resolve to offer 
Christ? 
 

Gold, frankincense and myrrh. 
To the king belongs gold, a symbol of 
wealth and splendor. The holy of holies in 
the Temple of Jerusalem was covered 
with gold, a way of worshiping God, King 
of the world: 
 

“Solomon overlaid the inside of the house 
with pure gold. And he drew chains of 
gold across the front of the inner sanctu-
ary, and he overlaid it with gold. He    
overlaid the whole house with gold, unƟl 
all the house was finished. Also the whole 
altar which was by the inner sanctuary he 
overlaid with gold” (1 Kings 6:21-22)   
Incense is a symbol of prayer that goes 
up to God comes back to him: 
 

“May my prayer rise up to you like in-
cense; may the liŌing up of my hands be 
like the evening sacrifice” (PS 141:2) 
And elsewhere: 
 

“Then another angel with a gold incense 
burner came and stood at the altar. And a 
great amount of incense was given to him 
to mix with the prayers of God’s people 
as an offering on the gold altar before the 
throne” (Rev 8:3) 
 

Myrrh is both the fragrance of anoinƟng 
“Your God has anointed you, pouring out 
the oil of joy on you more than on anyone 
else. Myrrh, aloe, and cassia perfume 
your robes. In ivory palaces the music of 
harps entertains you.” (PS 45:8-9) and the 
announcement of the suffering of the 
Lord, true man among us. It is wriƩen in 
the Song of Solomon (1:13): 

 

Worship Jesus by offering Him gold (almsgiving with our material 
goods); incense (a renewal of our prayer life); and myrrh (our faith in 
His humanity that saved us). 
 

We, too, on this day can bow down and worship Jesus by offering Him 
gold (almsgiving with our material goods); incense (a renewal of our 
prayer life); and myrrh (our faith in His humanity that saved us).
