ORDINARY TIME WITH THE SAINTS 
 

Saint Catherine of Siena (1347-1380) 
 

By Connie Clark (2020 CreaƟve CommunicaƟons for the Parish) 
 

Caterina Benincasa was born in Siena, the last of twenty-five (25) children of Jacopo and Lapa. She received 
her first vision at the age of six, which set her on a lifelong path of deep prayer and devoƟon. At eighteen 
(18), she became a Dominican terƟary, which allowed her to devote her life to god while living in the secular 
world outside the convent walls. During a visit to the Church of Santa CrisƟna in Pisa, Catherine received the 
sƟgmata. As word of her holiness and pracƟcal wisdom spread, she was called on to 
mediate some of the most pressing poliƟcal and religious issues of the day. 
 

During the Avignon papacy, in which popes were forced by King Philip IV to move 
the official papal residence to France, she personally urged Pope Gregory to return 
to Rome. During the Papal Schism in 1378, in which two, and eventually three men, 
claimed to be pope, Catherine was called to Rome, where she acted as a mediator 
between princes, poliƟcians and church leaders. Catherine spent the last two (2) 
years of her life in prayer for the Church and died at age thirty-three (33). Canonized 

less than a hundred years aŌer her death, she was declared a 
Doctor of the Church in 1970. 
 

ReflecƟon: That her mother bore twenty-five (25) pregnancies is a sign that Catherine 
of Siena is the product of a different age. But her model of balancing prayer with 
speaking the truth is sorely needed. During these [Easter] days, let us resolve to spend 
less Ɵme thinking about what we have to say and more Ɵme pondering the words of 
Christ.
