LITURGY CORNER.

LEARNING FROM THE SAINTS

Saint Roch of Montpellier... was born in 1295 in answer to the persevering
prayers of his parents. His future career seemed to be indicated by a birth-
mark in the form of a red cross that was deeply marked on his chest. After
his parents died, when he was twenty, he joined the Third Order of Saint
Francis. During an attempt to make a pilgrimage to the tombs of the Apos-
tles, he passed through a few towns where epidemics had broken out. In-
stead of continuing on his way, Roch stayed in these towns, tending to and
healing the sick until the epidemics had abated.

Eventually, he himself became sick with the same illness, and not wanting to be a burden to others,
went into the woods and found a hut in which to live. While there, a dog from a neighboring coun-
try house continually brough him food until he recovered. Saint Roch then went back to his native
town where, being mistaken for a spy, he was thrown into prison. As he felt his death approaching,
Roch asked that a priest be allowed to come and administer the last sacraments to him. His request
was granted, and as Roch died, it was observed that a tablet appeared on the wall on which an an-
gelic hand wrote in golden letters the name of Roch and the prediction that all who would invoke his
intercession would be delivered from the plague.

So, what can we learn from Saint Roch? Certainly, we can and should ask for his intercession in deal-
ing with our own situation regarding the current pandemic. But it seems to me that there is more to
be gleaned from the story of his life. Notice how the Saint, even though he was on pilgrimage and
probably would have liked very much to not have stopped in the towns where sickness had broken
out, chose to stay and help. And therein lies the lesson: Saint Roch knew the importance of taking
care of the sick. He saw the great need to bring hope and joy to those who had none (and in his case
through healing them). We are called to do the same. We must remember that we are immortal
sons and daughters of the one true God. And we must remember that, as with all things in this
world, these difficult times too shall pass. In that we can trust, and in doing

so, can allow ourselves to be joyful even during a pandemic.

As Christian Catholics, each of us are called to, and indeed have a duty to,
bring the joy, hope and peace of Christ to those around us, who are suffer-
ing and struggling. A nice word, a kind gesture, or even a simple smile are all
ways this can be accomplished. Saint Roch himself in the service of others
for the love of Jesus. If we, too, do our daily tasks for love of Him, then even
these little acts will make us Saints.
