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LITURGY CORNER 

Blessed Mother Maria Teresa of Saint Joseph 
 

The spirit of our Carmel DCJ comes from the faith experience of Mother Maria Teresa 
of St. Joseph. Anna Maria Tauscher, as she was known then, was born on June 19, 
1855, in Sandow, Germany (now in Poland), and grew up in a deeply religious family. 
Her father, a Lutheran pastor, disowned her when she converted to the Catholic faith 
on October 30, 1888. Through meditaƟng upon the Sacred Heart of Jesus, wounded 
and bleeding, yet burning with love for mankind, a desire was born in her to love the 
Sacred Heart with her whole being and make Him loved in every heart He had created. 
She desired to place her life in the service of God. 
 

Through reading the life of the great Carmelite reformer, St. Teresa of Avila, Anna Ma-
ria found a spirituality that corresponded to her own heart. To spend her life in union 

with God, living for Him alone and offering all for the glory of the Divine Heart and the salvaƟon of souls was her 
ardent desire. But God did not will that her zeal remain enƟrely hidden. 
 

Founding the Carmel of the Divine Heart of Jesus on July 2, 1891, in Berlin, Germany, Mother Maria Teresa re-
ceived the grace to put the contemplaƟve spirit of Carmel into the acƟve apostolate. InƟmately united with Jesus 
through prayer, silence, and solitude, yet ever aware of the needs of her Ɵme, she brought her contemplaƟve life 
to bear on the direct apostolate, fulfilling her dream to provide a “home for the homeless.” Her concern was 
aimed especially at poor and neglected children, above all those who had no home. Her loving dedicaƟon was 
further directed to families and individuals who had leŌ the Church, to the lonely, the aged, to immigrants and 
transient workers—all who were homeless in any way. 
 

AŌer a long life of Ɵreless service despite sufferings and persecuƟons, Mother Maria Teresa died at the age of 83 
on September 20, 1938, at the Motherhouse of the Carmel DCJ, in SiƩard, Holland. Bishop W. Lemmens opened 
her beaƟficaƟon process in SiƩard on February 2, 1953. On December 20, 2002, Pope John Paul II declared Moth-
er Maria Teresa of St. Joseph venerable. In December 2005, Pope Benedict XVI approved the miracle necessary 
for her beaƟficaƟon and declared that her Feast be celebrated on October 30th. Mother Maria Teresa was beaƟ-
fied on May 13, 2006, in Roermond, Netherlands. Today, her remains lie in a side chapel off the main chapel at 
our Motherhouse in SiƩard.  
 

Before her death she wrote: "To be able to dry tears, to heal wounds of souls from the heights of heaven, 
this is my ardent wish." This is the mission her daughters carry on today. We are, in the words of our 
Foundress, "Servants of the Divine Heart," consecrated to Him for our own sancƟficaƟon, the salvaƟon of 
souls, and reparaƟon.

A CONTINUOUS LENT 
In the Rule of Saint Benedict, the monks are told that their lives should be a "conƟnuous Lent." At first, 

this may sound like a negaƟve, difficult thing, or enƟrely depressing. Rather, it is simply a call to be open 
and conƟnue growing. In fact, one of the vows that BenedicƟnes profess is ConversaƟo Morum, that is, 
"conversion of life." In a nutshell, that is what Jesus is saying this week. We are being called to change 
our lives. Some people came to Jesus with gossip and a gruesome story about Pilate; Jesus challenged 
them with a couple of pointed quesƟons, and then related the parable of the fig tree. To put it in con-
text, usually figs blossom within two years, and then can be harvested twice a year. When a tree has 

been barren three years, it might be best just to remove it, but this is not the approach that Jesus          
suggested. Rather, the gardener in the parable chose to nurture the tree, ferƟlizing it with dung. He was 

not willing to give up on it.
