Why Do We Cover Crucifixes and Statues During Lent?

Veils over sacred images keep our minds on the promise of Easter. It seems strange 
that during the most sacred Ɵme of year we cover everything that is beauƟful in our 
churches, even the crucifix. Shouldn’t we be looking at the painful scene at Calvary 
while we listen to the Passion narraƟve on Palm Sunday? 
 

While it may appear counterintuiƟve to veil statues and images during the final weeks of Lent, the Church 
recommends this pracƟce to heighten our senses and build within us a longing for Easter Sunday. It is a tradi-
Ɵon that should not only be carried out in our local parish but can also be a fruiƞul acƟvity for the “domesƟc 
church” to pracƟce. The rubrics can guide us. 
 In the Roman Missal we find the instrucƟon, “In the Dioceses of the United States, the pracƟce of covering 
crosses and images throughout the church from [the fiŌh] Sunday [of Lent] may be observed. Crosses remain 
covered unƟl the end of the CelebraƟon of the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday, but images remain covered un-
Ɵl the beginning of the Easter Vigil.” 
 

This is the current pracƟce of the Church but veiling from the FiŌh Sunday of Lent onward is miniscule com-
pared to what was once pracƟced. For example, in Germany there was a tradiƟon to veil the altar from view 
throughout all of Lent. 
 

Families are also encouraged to imitate this pracƟce and veil prominent religious images in their homes. It 
helps us to parƟcipate in the liturgical season, especially if we are prevented from going to Mass during the 
week. Otherwise we only see the veiled images in church once or twice before Easter and it has a minor 
effect on us. It is also a beauƟful tradiƟon to pass down to our children, who will be intrigued by it and it will 
make this Ɵme of year truly special for them. We go through great lengths to decorate our homes for Easter, 
so why not prepare for the great feast by using veils? 
 

But why go through such lengths to cover up images that are designed to raise our hearts and minds toward 
heaven? 
 

First of all, we use veils to alert us of the special Ɵme that we are in. When we walk into church and noƟce 
everything is covered, we immediately know that something is different. These last two weeks of Lent are 
meant to be a Ɵme of immediate preparaƟon for the Sacred Triduum and these veils are a forceful reminder 
to get ready. 
 

Secondly, the veils focus our aƩenƟon on the words being said at Mass. When we listen to the Passion narra-
Ɵve, our senses are allowed to focus on the striking words from the Gospel and truly enter into the scene. 
 

Third, the Church uses veils to produce a heightened sense of anƟcipaƟon for Easter Sunday. This is further 
actualized when you aƩend daily Mass and see the veils each day. You don’t want them to be there because 
they are hiding some very beauƟful images. 
 

And therein lies the whole point: the veils are not meant to be there forever. The images need to be un-
veiled; it is   unnatural for them to be covered. 
 

The unveiling before the Easter Vigil is a great reminder of our own life on earth. We live in a “veiled” world, 
in exile from our true home. It is only through our own death that the veil is liŌed, and we are finally able to 
see the beauty of everything in our lives.

The Friars, also pro-
vide formation and education in the communities and schools and the basic needs of 
the people in the Holy Land!  As we gather to celebrate the suffering and death of 
Christ followed by His Resurrection, there is remarkable salvation unfolding: This  is 
a special place for us all.  
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This Palm Sunday, Which Passion Character Are You?

I ask myself: How am I like that guy, or that woman? And how should I change to be more like the good guys? 
 

Palm Sunday is also called “Passion Sunday” because the Gospel for the day is the enƟre long Passion account—oŌen 
read by the priest and two assistants. The reading is filled with great stuff—a gripping narraƟve and insights that have 
changed history. 
 

But for me, I find the best approach is to focus on the minor characters. AŌer all, I am one of those minor characters in 
the conƟnuing story of Jesus’s life. I ask myself: How am I like that guy, or that woman? And how should I change to be 
more like the good guys? Call it a Palm Sunday ExaminaƟon of Conscience. 
 

“A woman came with an alabaster jar of perfumed oil... She broke the jar and poured it on his head. There were 
some who were indignant.” 
 

Am I like the woman who anoints Jesus? Do I see how great Jesus truly is, and give him my best, not counƟng the cost? 
Or am I like the disciples who count everything, keeping a careful scorecard, and think it is a waste to spend too much 
of my Ɵme—too much effort, too much of myself—on Jesus? 
 

 “Jesus said, ‘One of you will betray me.’ ...They began to be distressed and to say to him, one by one, ‘Surely it is 
not I?’” 
 

Do I think of myself as above reproach? Do I conƟnually raƟonalize and preƫfy all of my behavior in my head so that I 
come off as a hero? Or do I have an objecƟve view of myself, seeing my weaknesses as well as my strengths? God 
knows the real me only. 
 

In the Garden of Gethsemane “he said to them, ‘My soul is sorrowful even to death. Remain here and keep watch.’ 
He advanced a liƩle and fell to the ground and prayed... When he returned he found them asleep.” 
 

In what areas of my life am I asleep? Where is it that I know Jesus has asked me to “keep watch”–in my conversaƟons, 
in my entertainment, on the internet, or when I shop? Do I keep a sharp lookout, or am I sick of trying and just want to 
turn my conscience off? 
 

“Again, the high priest asked him and said to him, ‘Are you the Christ, the son of the Blessed One?’ Then Jesus an-
swered, ‘I am; and you will see the Son of Man seated at the right hand of the Power and coming with the clouds of 
heaven.’ ...They all condemned him.” 
 

Am I like Christ’s accusers? Will I not take Christ’s “Yes” for an answer? I have seen again and again how Jesus Christ is 
exactly who he says he is—exactly who the history of Western civilizaƟon says he is. He is the son of God who came in 
power and changed the world. And yet, I sƟll hesitate. I sƟll balk. I sƟll worry that it’s too crazy to believe in Jesus, it’s 
too embarrassing, it’s “blasphemy” against the culture. He stands before me, inviƟng belief. 
 

Peter “began to curse and to swear, ‘I do not know this man about whom you are talking.’ And immediately a cock 
crowed a second Ɵme. ...He broke down and wept.” 
 
Jesus Christ died for my sins to release me from eternal punishment. But the first person his passion released was Bar-
abbas, a rebel who had commiƩed a murder. We don’t know what he was like. In the novel Barabbas, he undergoes a 
conversion. In The Passion of the Christ he is a thug delighted at his good luck. 
 
How do we look at our redempƟon by Jesus? Are we grateful, leƫng it moƟvate a change of heart? Or are we merely 
relieved, lulling ourselves into presumpƟon? We are like Barabbas: Rescued from a terrible fate that we deserved.

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They pressed into service a passer-by, Simon... to carry his cross.” 
 

Jesus said, “Whoever wishes to come aŌer me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me.” Do I do that? Do I 
find ways to step out of my comfort zone for Jesus every day? When an opportunity to sacrifice arises do I accept it? 
Or do I grumble — accepƟng the cross begrudgingly or rejecƟng it? 
 

While Jesus hung on the cross, the people “mocked him among themselves and said, ‘He saved others; he cannot 
save himself.’” 
 

Every mystery of almighty God can only be imperfectly and parƟally understood by a mere human being. Yet so oŌen, 
we expect God to fit his giganƟc mysteries into our infinitesimal brains. 
 

When something challenges my faith, do I approach it with “faith seeking understanding,” praying for light and seeking 
guidance to see it on his terms, or do I respond with doubt and rejecƟon, demanding God prove himself to me on my 
terms? 
 

The centurion said: “Truly this man was the Son of God!” and “There were also women looking on from a distance. 
...These women had followed him.” 
 

Finally, what is my public witness to my faith? When I am convinced of Jesus Christ and his power in my life, am I will-
ing to say so in front of others? Or do I prefer to look on from a distance, keeping close enough for my comfort, but 
not too close? 
 

The Gospel lists women at the cross who risked much to be with Jesus. What do I risk?
