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Dear Parishioners of Saint Katharine Drexel: 
 

Easter is not about brightly colored eggs, wearing pastels, or enjoying a 
big meal, although it could include these. Easter is about the death and 
resurrecƟon of Jesus Christ! For some, Easter will be a great day, spent 
surrounded by family and friends. But for others, it will be a sad day,     
because Easter is a reminder of a loved one who has died and is now    
desperately missed. 
 

Death seems so cruel, so harsh, and so final. That is what the disciples 
were feeling when they saw their Lord, whom they had leŌ everything to 
follow, hanging on the cross. They were devastated. Death had crushed 
them. But if they would have gone back in their memories, they would 
have recalled an important event and statement Jesus had made. 
 

They would have remembered Jesus standing at the tomb of his close 
friend Lazarus. They would have remembered that Jesus did something completely unexpected: He wept 
(see John 11:35). Jesus wept, because He knew that death was not part of God’s original plan. Humanity was 
not meant to grow old, to suffer with disease, or to die. But because of the sin of Adam and Eve, sin entered 
the human race, and death followed with it. And death spread to all of us. Jesus wept, because it broke His 
heart. 
 

But standing there at Lazarus’ tomb, Jesus also delivered these hope-filled words: “I am the resurrecƟon and 
the life. He who believes in me, though he may die, he shall live” (John 11:25). Death is not the end. And the 
resurrecƟon of Jesus Christ proves it. 
 

If you have put your faith in Christ, then Easter means that you will live forever in the presence of God.  
Easter brings hope to the person who has been devastated by death.  The resurrecƟon of Jesus gives us the 
greatest hope! 
 

Thank you for celebraƟng with us this Holy Triduum. We feel blest that you have chosen to worship with us 
and hope that you feel at home and will join us each and every week. You are an answer to our prayers. For 
those who join us infrequently, may this celebraƟon inspire you to grow in your faith and become more    
acƟve in your Church. We miss seeing you every week! 
 

On behalf of the parish staff of Saint Katharine Drexel, I extend to you our Easter blessings. May the Risen 
Lord conƟnue to bless you and your family and may the Easter Joy conƟnue to fill your hearts and homes 
throughout this season.
