EASTER WITH THE SAINTS 
 

Saint Maria Goreƫ (1890-1902)

On a warm July aŌernoon in 1902, Maria Goreƫ sat on the 
stairs of the house that her family shared with another family, 
the Serenellis. The twelve (12) year old was sewing and watch-
ing her toddler sister Teresa while the rest of the family worked 
in the fields near the town of NeƩuno, Italy. The girls were 
alone when twenty (20) year old Alessandro Serenelli               
approached the house, carrying a sharp awl. Serenelli had been 
making increasingly suggesƟve remarks to Maria, who been 
careful to never be alone with him. But of this day, Serenelli 
walked into the house, took Maria by surprise, grabbed her and 
tried to assault her sexually. Maria struggled and resisted, cry-
ing out that it was a sin and that he would go to hell for it. In a 
fit of rage, Alessandro struck Maria mulƟple Ɵmes with the awl. 
She was able to shout out a window for help as Alessandro fled 
to his room and locked the door. Maria was taken to a hospital, 
where she spoke of forgiving her aƩacker. But with fourteen stab wounds and damage to her 
internal organs, she died a day later. Alessandro was arrested, convicted and sentenced to 
thirty (30) years in prison. At first, he refused to repent, but aŌer a dream in which he saw 

Maria bringing him white lilies, his demeanor changed. Released 
aŌer twenty-seven (27) years, his first act was to beg Maria’s 
mother for forgiveness. He joined a monastery and became a lay 
brother. In 1950, he aƩended Saint Maria Goreƫ’s canonizaƟon, 
crying tears of joy. 
 
ReflecƟon: Recall Jesus’ words on the cross: “Father forgive them, 
they know not what they do” (Luke 23:34). Imagine what would 
have happened had Maria Goreƫ chosen not to forgive Ales-
sandro. Would yet another soul be lost to hate? Forgiveness does 
not ignore the sin, but it can transform a sinner.
