EASTER WITH THE SAINTS 
 

Blessed Pier Giorgio FrassaƟ (1901-1925)

Handsome and athleƟc, Pier Giorgio FrassaƟ did not found an order of priests but created an informal group 
of friends called the Tipi Loschi Society. Italian for “shady characters,” the name belied Pier Giorgio’s true  
intent, which was to maintain his treasured friendships with beloved friends who were going their separate 
ways – to college, careers and marriages. Pier Giorgio felt prayer and mutual support would see them 
through the challenges of early adulthood. The fun-loving Pier Giorgio even created a moƩo for them: “We 
are few, but we are good, like macaroni.” 
 
Pier Giorgio was born on Holy Saturday in Turin, Italy, in 
1901. Deeply devoted to Christ, as a teenager, he cared for 
orphans, the poor and injured veterans returning from 
World War I. He would oŌen give away anything, including 
his bus money, subsequently running home at top speed to 
be on Ɵme for dinner. Just before graduaƟng from college, 
Pier Giorgio contracted polio. 

 
Even in his last moments, he 
cared for the poor and sick. (The day before he died at age 24, he scribbled a mes-
sage to a friend asking him to take medicine to an impoverished man for who he’s 
been caring.) His parents were shocked when thousands of mourners lined the 
streets for his funeral; their son had touched more lives than they’d ever imagined. 
 
Pier Giorgio was beaƟfied by Pope Saint John Paul II, who called him the “Man of 
the Eight BeaƟtudes.”
