Saint Katharine Drexel invites you to the CORPUS CHRISTI PROCESSION. 
 

History: The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ – Corpus ChrisƟ – as the name implies, is 
a solemnity that celebrates the Holy Eucharist. On Holy Thursday during Holy Week, we 
celebrate the insƟtuƟon of this Sacrament. However, the church recognized that   be-
cause the events that take place during Holy Week and Holy Thursday focus on the pas-
sion of our Lord it can become a liƩle difficult to meditate specifically on the  Eucharist. 
This     Solemnity allows us to focus specifically on the insƟtuƟon of The Blessed Sacra-
ment with a sense of joy and celebraƟon. As such, there are some similariƟes with the 
Holy Thursday Mass, specifically the procession.  
 

This feast has its origin in the 13th century. Saint Juliana of Liège, a NorberƟne canoness regular and mysƟc in 
what is now modern day Belgium received regular visions of Jesus that instructed 
the establishment of a feast to honor the Eucharist. In fact, she received these vi-
sions for twenty years! Eventually aŌer relaying the contents of her visions to the 
proper authoriƟes, the implementaƟon of the feast of Corpus ChrisƟ occurred. Pope 
Urban IV insƟtuted the solemnity in 1264, making it the first papal added universal 
feast.  
 

Date & Time: On the Weekend of June 18-19, at the close of the Vigil 4:00 pm, Sun-
day 8:30 am and 10:30 am Masses, we will have a EucharisƟc procession for the 
Feast of the Body and Blood of the Lord like the procession we did for 40 Hours De-
voƟon. With prayer and song, Father Ricky will expose the Blessed Sacrament and 
begin the procession as we sing a hymn. AŌer the short procession, Father Ricky will 
give the benedicƟon and then repose of the Blessed Sacrament followed by a closing 
hymn just as in our usual Sunday Mass. Please join your fellow parishioners in this 
beauƟful opportunity to bring the living heart of our faith into the community.

“The mode of Christ's presence under the Eucharistic species is unique. It raises the Eucharist above all the sacraments as 
“the perfection of the spiritual life and the end to which all the Sacraments tend.” In the most Blessed Sacrament of the Eu-
charist “the body and blood, together with the soul and divinity, of our Lord Jesus Christ and, therefore, the whole Christ is 
truly, really, and substantially contained.” “This presence is called ‘real’ – by which is not intended to exclude the other types 
of presence as if they could not be ‘real’ too, but because it is presence in the fullest sense: that is to say, it is a substantial 
presence by which Christ, God and man, makes himself wholly and entirely present.”

What is Spiritual Direction?                                                                           
 

Spiritual direcƟon is “help given by one ChrisƟan to another which enables that person to pay aƩenƟon to 
God’s personal communicaƟon to him or her, to respond to this personally communicaƟng God, to grow in 
inƟmacy with this God, and to live out the consequences of the relaƟonship.” (William A. Barry and William J. 
Connolly, The PracƟce of Spiritual DirecƟon) 
 

Spiritual direcƟon focuses on religious experience. It is concerned with a person’s actual experience of a  
relaƟonship with God. 
 

Spiritual direcƟon is about a relaƟonship. The religious experience is not isolated, nor does it consist of  
extraordinary events. It is what happens in an ongoing relaƟonship between the person and God. Most  
oŌen this is a relaƟonship that is experienced in prayer. 

 

Spiritual direcƟon is a relaƟonship that is going somewhere. God is leading the person to deeper faith and 
more generous service. The spiritual director asks not just “what is happening?” but “what is moving for-
ward?” 
 

The real spiritual director is God. God touches the human heart directly. 
The human spiritual director does not “direct” in the sense of giving advice 
and solving problems. Rather, the director helps a person respond to God’s 
invitaƟon to a deeper relaƟonship.

BIBLICAL ROOTS OF THE TRINITY 
Today’s readings show some biblical roots of what ChrisƟans would later call the Trinity. Proverbs showcases 
the role of Wisdom in the work of creaƟon, portrayed as a reality outside of God but integrated into God’s 
work of forming the heavens and the earth. We join the psalmist in sharing Wisdom’s delight in God’s handi-
work: “O Lord, our God, how wonderful your name in all the earth” (Psalm 8:2). In his leƩer to the Romans, 
Paul writes of peace with God through Jesus, and the love of God received through the Holy Spirit, disƟn-
guishing God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit while also displaying their abiding unity. Finally, in the farewell       
discourse from John’s Gospel, Jesus—who had earlier spoken of himself as Son of the Father—promises his 
friends that they will receive the Spirit of truth that will teach and guide them aŌer his departure.
