Saint Charles de Foucauld

Pleasure seeker.  Atheist.  Soldier.  Explorer.  Geographer.  Priest.  Imitator of Christ.  Martyr.  Charles 
de Foucauld’s life began in Strasbourg, France, where the young orphan was raised by his Catholic 
grandfather.  But he lost his faith as a teen.  He joined the French army and went to Algeria, later 
compleƟng a geographical study of Morocco. 
 
While in the desert, Charles was intrigued by the faith of Muslims.  He experienced a profound con-
version to Christ and spent several years with the Trappists in Syria and in Jesus’ hometown of Naza-
reth.  AŌer his     ordinaƟon to the priesthood, Charles moved to a remote part of French-occupied 
Algeria, where he lived in    prayer and fellowship with the poor.  With the outbreak of World War I, 
even aware of the risks to his own life, Charles remained with his people, who were too poor to 
move.  In 1916, Charles was killed by local   facƟons.  He was beaƟfied in 2005 and canonized in 2022 
by Pope Francis.

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Prayer for Safety In Hurricane Season 
 O God, Master of this passing world, hear the   humble voices of your children. The Sea of 
Galilee obeyed Your order and returned to its former      quietude. You are still the Master of 
land and sea. We live in the shadow of a danger over which we have no control: the Gulf, like a 
provoked and angry giant, can awake from its seeming lethargy, overstep its conventional 
boundaries, invade our land, and spread chaos and disaster. During this hurricane season we 
turn to You, O loving Father. Spare us from past tragedies whose memories are still so  vivid 
and whose wounds seem to refuse to heal with passing of time. O Virgin, Star of the Sea, Our 
beloved Mother, we ask you to plead with your Son on our  behalf, so that spared from the   
calamities common to this area and animated with a true spirit of gratitude, we will walk in 
the footsteps of your Divine Son to reach the heavenly Jerusalem, where a stormless eternity 
awaits us. Amen.

St. Paul has a unique vision of freedom. We 
oŌen think that freedom means I can do 
what I want without interference from an 
outside source, such as a bureaucracy or a 
dictator. For Paul, freedom is not so much 
being free from oppression as being free to 
love and serve those around us. What would 
stop us from loving others? It could be fear: 
"I'm not sure I would be able to do any good. 
I'm afraid of going into a bad neighborhood 
to help the homeless." Or it could be aƩach-
ment to possessions or even to our family--
the man in the Gospel wasn't free to follow 
Jesus because he thought it meant leaving 
his family behind. Paul talks about another 
kind of freedom when he says that following 
the Spirit means freedom from the Law 
(GalaƟans 5:18). He meant people who were 
obsessed with keeping all the laws and cus-
toms that were part of the Jewish tradiƟon. 
Taken to an extreme, you would have to 
memorize every law on the books to be sure 
you did not break one. The freedom of the 
Spirit is a life lived out of love. As long as we 
love one another, we wouldn't have to worry 
about breaking the law, for God's laws are all 
examples of how to love one another.
